BIOGRAPHY

Artur Hagen-Reck grew up in Vienna, where he completed his secondary education in 1943. Mobilized that same year, he was wounded
during the Battle of Stalingrad — an ordeal from which he never fully recovered, leading to his first hospitalization in a psychiatric hospital.
After the war, he attempted to rebuild his life, not only beginning medical studies but also giving piano and violin concerts. However, his
studies remained unfinished, and in 1955 he was hospitalized again at the Gugging Psychiatric Hospital, where he was diagnosed with
schizophrenia.

It was there that he began to create. He owned a Marklin toolbox, which he used to construct all kinds of objects. This box became for him
a world of its own, which he called his “planetarium,” to which he devoted numerous drawing and writing projects.
